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Code of Conduct for Athletes

· You should ensure that you arrive for training and competitions on time, or inform your coach and/or team manager, if you are going to be late.
· You must wear suitable kit for training and competitions, as agreed with your coach/team manager.
· You must pay an annual membership fee and any other fees for training and competitions.
· You are not allowed to smoke at club coaching sessions or whilst representing the club at competitions.
· You are not allowed to consume alcohol or drugs of any kind at club coaching or social events, or whilst representing the club.
· You must report any unwelcome behaviour to your coach
· You will take care of and respect all equipment used at coaching sessions and competitions.
